Like all of our topics, this month's presentation, 
entitled "Paint and Coatings Technology", is one 
which could last for several days instead of just one-
hour.  I know that I, as an independent architectural 
specifier, am almost overwhelmed by the knowledge 
required to correctly edit ARCOM MasterSpec 
specification sections 099113 "Exterior Painting" 
and 099123 "Interior Painting".  And, doing the 
research required to correctly edit these sections is 
very time-consuming, as many architects, when 
asked to provide paint and coating product data, will 
only give color numbers and names, but will not 
provide grade (i.e., quality: low to high), texture, 
gloss and sheen requirements.  So, I am very much 
interested, and hope each of you, whether a chapter 
member or not, will also be very interested in 
attending this presentation.  I fervently hope to see 
y'all on Wednesday, November 18, at the AIA Center 
for Architecture. 

 

Questions I want to ask: 

1. Twice a year Pantone assembles a group of 10 
people who will determine fashion industry color 
trends for the next year; does the paint industry have 
a similar group of people who meet every year to 
determine paint and coating color trends for the next 
year?  If not, does each paint and coating 
manufacturer have a group that determines trends? 

2. Is there any truth in the criticism of MPI that it 
categorizes a paint or coating in accordance with the 
manufacturer's product literature, instead of its own 
independent evaluation, thereby listing paints and 
coatings of differing qualities and cost ranges in the 
same category? 

 

3. How are paint and coating names, such as 
Ramie, Unfussy Beige, Useful Gray, Tansy Green, 
and Well-Bred Brown, chosen? 

What is the difference between a paint family and a 
paint collection? 

4. Has ASTM, MPI and PDCA agreed upon and 
published a standard for the correct procedure to 
use while watching paint dry?  (I think I've been 
doing it wrong!)
