Advocacy Alert 

With just a few weeks left before 2015 comes to 
a close, Congress is scrambling - as usual -  to 
pass legislation before year’s end that would 
renew several tax provisions that expired at the 
end of last year, one of which is the “Energy 
Efficient Commercial Building Tax Deduction”. 

This tax deduction, known as "179D”, allows 
building owners to claim a tax deduction of up to 
$1.80 per sq. ft. of building area to install 
systems that reduce total energy costs. The 
deduction applies to nearly all commercial, high-
rise multifamily residential, health care, 
institutional, and public facilities. Since its 
inception in 2005, the 179D deduction has also 
been used extensively in the design and 
construction of energy efficient educational 
facilities. 

The 179D deduction may be eliminated if it is 
not renewed without Congressional action. 
Contact your Representative and Senators in 
Congress should you desire this deduction be 
renewed.
